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Quality education is vital to the future of Medtronic and the community. The Matching Gifts to Education Program is part of the Medtronic Foundation’s longstanding commitment to Medtronic employees and to education. 

How does the Match Work?
· Donor gifts are matched on a 1:1 basis with a gift minimum of $25, and a maximum match of $15,000 per fiscal year. (The maximum can be achieved through multiple gifts.) Cash, checks, stocks and credit card payments are the only acceptable gifts. (Stocks will be valued at the closing price on the gift date.) No other form of personal or real property will be matched.

· If the donor makes several contributions, gifts will be matched in the order received, up to the maximum limit for the fiscal year. 

· The donor’s limit is based on the date the form is received.

· Contributions must be a personal, tax-deductible donation.

· Forms must be received for gift matching within six months of the date of the gift.

 Who Can Participate?

· Employees (full-time and part-time with at least six months of continuous service)

· Retirees

· Members of the Medtronic Board of Directors

What Educational Institutions are Eligible?
· Educational institutions located in the United States or Puerto Rico and recognized by the Internal Revenue Service as a tax-exempt public charity under Section 501(c)(3) of the IRS Code or as an instrumentality of the federal, state or local government as provided by section 170 (c)(1) of the Code  

· Eligible educational institutions may be public or private K-12 schools, two or four year colleges, and must be accredited by the appropriate regional or professional accrediting association 

· Federated groups such as: United Negro College Fund or the Minnesota Private College Fund are also eligible

· A tax-exempt fund, foundation or association that is an integral part of the eligible educational institution. These contribution will be matched if it is certified that the gift will be applied directly to support the institution’s primary educational objectives. The gift will be made payable to the educational institution.

What Contributions are NOT Eligible?

· Gifts that have already been matched through the Medtronic Foundation’s Time-n-Talent Program

· Gifts made by or through community trusts or similar organizations, including charitable remainder trusts, donor advised funds, and family foundations

· Tuition fees, loan repayments, and payments in lieu of tuition (implied or explicit)

· Dues and subscription fees for service

· Membership fees for which benefits are received

· Gifts to fraternities, sororities, or their affiliated foundations

· Gifts or payments for primarily political or religious purposes 

· Bequests or life income trust arrangements

· Gifts of real or personal property

· Grouped or pooled donations (e.g. contributions made by a group of employees or other persons and claimed as one gift from a single donor)

· Pledges that have not yet been paid

· Contributions where you or a family member receive a benefit (e.g. auction item, dinners, raffles and/or sporting event ticket, sponsorships, tournaments, memberships, etc.)

· Deferred gifts (e.g. annuities, charitable remainder trusts, etc.), bequests and insurance premiums that name the organization as a beneficiary

· Gifts made to PTO/PTA (Parent Teacher Association or Parent Teacher Organizations) or to booster clubs

The educational institution must complete Part II (Recipient Section) and return the form to the address designated. The authorized officer must verify the contribution, if applicable, sign the application and return the original form to The Medtronic Foundation Matching Gifts Program, P.O.
