Issaquah School Board Repurposes Bond Funds

After apublc hearing earlier this month, the School Board unanimoudy affirmed that changed
finanda and enrollment conditionswarrant repurposng fundsfrom the February 2006bondto
alleviate middle school crowding througha different option than congructing a new school.

The $37,750000intended to build a new fifth middle school will now be used to expand and
enhance core facilities and classroons at 1ssaquéh High and Skyline High school. These high
schools will beready to welcome back ther freshmen by 2009,when the Pacific Cascade
Freshman Campuswill be converted into thefifth middle schoolba convasion tha will occur
severa years earlier than origindly planned.

Why Isn® There Enough Money for Education?

1.50% of state student@ are not passing the WASL . In the 19908the state implemented Ed
Reform. School districts and teachers had to completely changetheway they teach. Not only the
subject, but howthey teach. Thiswas never truly funded. Theclass of 2008 mug passthe
standardsimplemented by Ed Reform.

2. We havemore students who are coming into our schools not prepared for school. We
have over amillion studentsin owr K-12 schools, and increasing numbers of them face
chdlenges dueto povety, specia education needs and limited English skills.

3. 70% of High School sophomores will graduate from High Schod, 16% will graduate
from collegewith a degreein six years. We are not preparing our students or our state for the
globd competitive economy. Andyet it isbdieved tha mos new jobsin our state will take at
least oneyear of college experience.

4. Community expectations on Education haveincreased dramatically in the pag 40years.
Thefunding system was created in the 708. The expectationson students by the state, parents,
communities and globd econony do notreflect these changes. The assumptionsmadein the
706 don®indudemoney for technology, foreign languaye classes, AP classes, 6" period HS
day, more nursing time, more counslors.

5. The education funding system is so broken that when wetry to patch onething, another
thing breaks. Last year, thestate gave teachersa COLA increase but current funding does not
indudeall teachers. Didtricts had to backfill the salary increases. This meant cutsin school
districts across the state.

6. The current funding system isinequitable. Teacher salaries, administrative salaries,
classified staff salaries, levy lidsare all fundel unfairly. Because of old laws different districts
receive different amount of money in these areas. Thelaws do not equae with cos of living or
high needs they are jud old and arbitrary.
