239PTA members from across the state cast bdlots that determined thefollowing WSPTA
Legidative Priorities for theupoming Legidative session.
1. K-12 Education Funding - WSPTA shdl initiate and/or suppot legidation or policies
that establish an updaed definition of basic eduation and a basic education funding
formulathat reflects current education practices and requirements.

2. Mathematics and Science - WSPTA shdl initiate and/or suppot legidation or
policies tha strengthen scientific and mathematica educationin Washington State.



3. Simple M ajority for School Leviesand Bonds - WSPTA shdl initiate and/or suppot
legidation or policies tha alow the people to vote on Simple Magjority for school fundng
measures.

4. Reduce Class Size- WSPTA shdl initiate and/or suppott legidation or pdicies tha
suppot funding and policies tha secure smaller class sizes for students.

5. School Recess - WSPTA shdl initiate and/or suppott legidation or policies which
require regular recess periodsthroughoutthe school day.
