Disaster Preparedness Update 

After spending the last school year in planning, the Emergency Preparation committee, 
sponsored by the Skyline PTSA, is now in a position to move ahead with implementing a 
disaster preparedness plan for SHS. In line with the guidelines of the government-sponsored 
3 Days, 3 Ways public awareness campaign for emergency preparedness, we aim to have SHS 
ready to survive for at least three days on its own. 

Disaster preparedness means more than just stocking up on water and granola bars, so the 
planning process has been necessarily long. Judging from the experience of other schools, the 
implementation process is also likely to be arduous. However, during the first half of this school 
year we do expect to take the first big step with the acquisition of two 20-foot storage containers 
for emergency supplies. Some supplies were already purchased at the end of last school year and 
additional purchases are planned this year.  

The school has a basic plan for emergency evacuation to the football field. We need to build on 
that plan, adding the supplies and procedures needed if a major natural disaster turned that 
evacuation into a campout. This year, our goals include the formation of a student club where 
students could gain exposure to the topic and practice relevant skills, such as first aid. As an 
added incentive, we are thinking about giving community service hour credits to the students 
involved in the club, as they will indeed be doing the school and the community a great service 
by thinking and planning ahead. More than one faculty sponsor would be welcome, as there is 
more than one skill area we hope to cover and we would like to play to peoplesÕ strengthens and 
interests.

Legislative Roundtable is an opportunity to have a conversation with our legislators about the 
PTAÕs priority issues. The roundtable is designed to give participants the opportunity to talk 
directly to our legislators, and for the legislators to talk directly with the PTA in a very informal 
setting. This is a PTA community event and we encourage those who feel like they ÒdonÕt know 
enoughÓ, or are Òafraid to speakÓ to come and participate. You donÕt have to speak; there will be 
plenty of us there who like to talk. But more importantly donÕt feel that Òyou donÕt know 
enoughÓ. Legislators come to these meetings trying to get the pulse of the community, to try to 
better understand the community that they represent. Legislators frankly get tired of hearing from 
the same people and really want to talk to regular people who just have an interest in kids and 
improving services for kids.  



This legislative session is going to be different. The Governor appointed a committee 
(Washington Learns) to study Education Funding. The results of this study will come out this 
November and will significantly impact the legislative session. Our community needs to 
understand our legislatorÕs vision for education, and we need to give the legislators our thoughts 
on their vision. There is no better place to do this then Legislative Roundtable. 

For those who like information, we are offering an optional education funding seminar one hour 
before the roundtable. From 6:00-6:45 we will give a brief overview of the Washington State 
Education Funding System, and a brief overview of Washington Learns. This is a service to help 
orient participants to the issues, but is not mandatory in order to attend roundtable.
